Dear Applicant:

Thank you for your interest in our pageant.  We hope that it will be an enjoyable learning experience for all who participate. The goal of our contest is to select a Senior Queen (ages 18 to 24), a Teen Queen (ages 13 to 17), and a Mini Queen (ages 8 to 12) to act as ambassadors to represent the Meridian Lions and the Lion’s Rodeo.  (Categories are based on age as of 01/01/10 but contestants may choose to compete at the higher age level if preferred.)  
We are planning to hold the personal interview and horsemanship divisions of the competition on Saturday, April 24th.  Please plan on wearing your horsemanship outfit to personal interviews.  Personal interviews will be held at Spur Wing Country Club at 6800 N. Spur Wing Way (entrance on Hwy 20-26 Chinden west of Linder).  Contestants will need to check in at approximately 8 a.m. for personal interviews (however this time may be adjusted depending on the number of ladies we have competing.)  Interviews will cover topics such as personality, appearance, and knowledge of horsemanship, rodeo, the Meridian Lions Club, and current events.  Sorry, this event is not open to the public. 

The horsemanship division of the contest will be held at Kevin and Brenda Mee’s home in Meridian.  Check in time will probably be 12 noon (again depending on the number of contestants we have).  The event will begin at 1 p.m.  The Mee’s address is 3417 W. Elk Bugle Lane.  It is between McMillan and Ustick off 10 Mile.  Entry to Elk Bugle is across from the entrance to Bridgetower.  Five pocket Wranglers, a western shirt, boots (no shoelace ties), belt, buckle, and hat should be worn.  (A “sparkle” shirt is encouraged as we would love to see how contestants will shine as they represent us.)  Lions colors are purple and gold, so you may want to incorporate these colors when selecting your attire.  
During horsemanship, all contestants will complete one pattern on their own horse.  Senior and Teen Contestants complete a flag presentation on this horse and a second pattern on a draw horse.

The modeling and speech portion of the pageant will be held Sunday, April 25th.  The speech portion will be held at the Courtyard by Marriott in Meridian.  The address is 1789 South Eagle Road, just south of Overland Road.  The doors will open to the public at 1:00 p.m. with our event beginning at 1:30.  (A $5 donation per person will be requested.  Cake and coffee will be served.)  Western dresses, buckle, hat, boots, and coordinating accessories are required contestant attire for this part of the competition.  Lions colors are purple and gold, so think about these colors when selecting your attire.  Contestants will model their outfits, give a speech, and answer impromptu questions for our audience.  Contestant winners will be announced at the conclusion of this event.

This year’s speech topic is “It’s Just What Lions Do”.  You should incorporate information about Lions International, as well as information on Meridian Lions and how we serve the community.  To make your speech fun and entertaining you may also want to incorporate something about what the animal “Lions” do.  Be sure to look at all the documents available on our web site.  The one titled “What do the letters L I O N S stand for?” has some information on speech length and what to bring to the informational seminar mentioned below.
Please return your application along with your photo and $25 entry fee by April 1st.  An informational seminar is being planned and the date is tentatively set for Sunday April 4th at 1 p.m.  Details on this event will follow receipt of your application.  I am looking forward to seeing you, and I wish you good luck.  I hope that the Meridian Lion’s Pageant provides you with a great learning experience, new friends, and fond memories.
